In the Men’s Mallakhamb Team Championship, the Madhya Pradesh team—comprising Devendra Patidar,
Kundan Kachhava, Praneet Yadav, Pranav Kori, Yatin Kori, and Yuvraj Ghadke—delivered an outstanding
performance to claim the gold medal.

In Mallakhamb Apparatus - Rope (Women’s Individual Category), Madhya Pradesh’s Siddhi Gupta had to
settle for bronze after a close competition. Meanwhile, in Mallakhamb Apparatus - Hanging (Men'’s
Individual Category), Devendra Patidar of Madhya Pradesh secured bronze.

Madhya Pradesh created history in Mallakhamb by winning gold for the first time in both the men's and
women’s senior team championships, marking a golden achievement for the state.

In Canoeing (Women’s Sprint K2 500m Category), Madhya Pradesh's Daly Bishnoi and Manasvani
Swain won the silver medal with a time of 1:58.037 minutes, narrowly missing the gold medal to
Uttarakhand (1:56.370) by just 1.667 seconds.

In Wrestling (77kg Greco-Roman, Men’s Individual Category), Aurangzeb from Madhya Pradesh had to
settle for bronze.

In Athletics (5000m Run, Men’s Individual Category), Sunil Dawar secured bronze with a time of
14:01.03 minutes, missing the silver by just 1.03 seconds.
